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1. Speak up! No one can communicate to 
   adults about how alcohol is affecting youth 
   in your community like you can. Work in 
   groups to write letteres, articles, editorials 
    and speak- up at public meetings.

2. Make some noise. Challenge alcohol 
  sponsorship of youth oriented events in 
  your community.

3. Focus on the positive. Not all 
  teens drink. Work with adults to create 
  positive community events for families and 
  a diversity of activities for youth.  
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
